Welcome – Brad Peercy welcomed everyone and ask for update of the coaches contact list and pool locations.  Brad also introduced the 2004-05 Executive Board.  They included, Brad Peercy – President, Rex Richards – Vice President, Larry Swim – Secretary Treasurer and Don Lewis – Head Referee.

UWPCA Financial Report – Larry Swim reviewed the UWPCA financial report for the year 2004.  A detailed copy of this report was distributed to everyone present.  The coaches association has a balance of 2,953.54 as of January 1, 2005.  For a detailed breakdown of this financial report please e-mail Larry and he will send you one.

Head Referee Report – Don Lewis gave a short summary on the Utah water polo referee’s.  Don expressed to the group the importance of feedback from coaches to improve the officiating of our games.  The fee schedule for this year will remain the same as last year.  

Mountain Zone/USA Water Polo Information – Brad Peercy reviewed information from our Mountain Zone and USA polo.  Information included the new coaches certification program, zone team information and tryout schedule, membership to USA water polo, and web sites for coaches and players for our area. Discussion of Events Calendar – Brad reviewed the calendar of events for the upcoming season.  Refer to yellow handout given out at the meeting.  Dates for the zone team tryouts, referee clinic, mountain zone coaches clinic, tournament dates, and the boys and girls National Junior Olympic dates were all included in the handout.

Review and Proposed Changes to By-Laws – Listed below are the By-Law changes that passed.  All other By-Law for our association remain the same.

Article I – Scope of By-Laws – No changes

Article II – Duration of Official Season – No Changes

Article III – Eligibility of Players

Item G now reads – No player shall participate for more than six years and not more than three years after entering tenth grade for varsity competition.

Article IV – Playing Rules – No Changes

Article V – Registrations

Item F now reads – Team rosters must be submitted to the Secretary/Treasurer by March 31st.  This roster must also declare the top 35% of total players, not to exceed seven, that will not be eligible for the State Junior Varsity Tournament.

Article VI – Scheduling – No changes

Article VII -  Misconduct Penalities.

Section I. Player Misconduct – Now reads

A. Referee will show yellow and /or red cards in accordance with USA Water Polo Playing Rules.

B. Any player ejected from a game for brutality or receiving a red card will be automatically suspended from their next game.

C. Any contact from a player to a referee will warrant immediate ejection and suspension for at least the next five games.

D. All game exclusions must be documented by the issuing referee and reported to the Head Referee.

E. The Executive Board may impose more severe penalties depending on the severity of the act and/or repeat offenses.

Section II.  Coaches Misconduct – Now reads

A. Referee will show yellow and/or red cards in accordance with USA Water Polo Playing Rules and Interpretations.

B. If a team has only one coach on deck during a game and that coach is ejected for misconduct, the game is to be considered a forfeit by the ejected coach’s team.

C. Any coach  ejected from a game for misconduct will automatically be suspended from their next game.  The suspended game is for the next game of the gender’s team that they were ejected.

D. All yellow and red cards issued must be documented by the issuing referee and reported to the Head Referee.

E. The Executive Board may impose more severe penalties depending on the severity of the act and / or repeat offenses.

Article VIII – Divisions – Now reads

D. 5A and 4A teams are encouraged to more to Division 1 after two seasons of competition.

E. A third Division, Junior Varsity, will include teams of either Varsity division.  Teams may not include the top 35% of their total players, not to exceed seven, at the State Junior Varsity Championships.

C. Rosters must be submitted to Larry prior to March 31st for verification.  Please designated your seven varsity players.
